Polar Bear Survival Tour 2008

Arctic Explorer, Author and Film Maker Chad Kister will take you on a riveting expedition through the Arctic National Wildlife Refuge, showing the need to protect that area from oil development, along with the horrific impacts of climate change in the Arctic and their global implications.

Coastal Native communities are crumbling into the sea.  For the first time in history, tens of thousands of walrus this past summer could not reach the melting ice, which was hundreds of miles from where it should have been, and they had to swim back to land, where thousands died in stampedes.  Giant sink holes now dot the tundra, where cavities of ice melted underneath, millions of acres of forest are dead and burning because of insect disease outbreaks that scientists say is clearly caused by climate change.  Glaciers and ice sheets are melting exponentially faster than previously thought, doubling their rate of melt every 5 years.
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With last summer’s record ice melt, we could see an ice-free Arctic Ocean as early as 2012 according to NASA scientists.  Kister ends the presentation with the latest on solutions to climate change through efficiency, conservations, solar, wind, waste methane, geothermal and other proven solutions to the most important issue of our time.
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
